Erica Fernandez, a Stanford student from Oxnard, 

continues to garner recognition and awards for her 

environmental activism. 

Her latest achievement came at the seventh annual 

MY HERO International Film Festival last month in 

Los Angeles, where the 2011 Daniel Eldon Activist 

Award went to the short documentary "Erica Fernandez: The Tool of Protest." 

The film tells the story of Fernandez, 21, who came with her family from Mexico to Oxnard at age 10. 

By 12, she had begun to lead an eventually successful protest against a liquefied natural gas pipeline 

planned to be routed through her community. 

Her efforts culminated in a speech before the California State Lands Commission, which voted unani-

mously against the project and urged the governor to do the same. Fernandez's efforts not only thwart-

ed the pipeline but also led to the creation of Senate Bill 412, which gives communities a say in 

coastal-construction proposals. 

The award is given annually in honor of Eldon, a photojournalist killed in 1993 by a mob while he 

was covering a conflict in Somalia. Eldon's mother, Kathy Eldon, and his sister, Amy Eldon 

Turtletaub, sponsor the award. 

Kathy Eldon presented the award to Fernandez, who brought her mother, Maria del Carmen Fernan-

dez, on stage with her to accept it during the event, held Dec. 3 at USC. 

Meanwhile, Fernandez, who recently was listed among Glamour magazine's Top 10 college women, 

flies across the country speaking to rooms full of college students. 

"Being able to travel has given me perspective and the feeling to value that we are connected and in-

terconnected, and we should all live as if all the things we do can have a positive effect," Fernan-

dez said.
